tlanta has embraced a new, revolutionary form of

transportation that will give commuters another

option to make short trips and ultimately reduce
auto dependence. Central Atlanta Progress’s Ambassador
Force, ARC, Georgia Power and the Atlanta Police
Department have deployed 16 Segway Human Transporters
(HT) for use in the Atlanta Region.

“Ilook forward to seeing the Segway HTs in action,” said
ARC Director Chick Krautler. “Atlanta has always been known
for bold planning strategies, so this is a perfect match.”

The Segway HT is the first self-balancing, electric-powered
personal transporter designed to enhance the productivity
of people by increasing the distance they can travel and the

amount they can carry anywhere people walk. It is designed
for optimal use in dense urban environments providing a
non-polluting, short-distance travel solution.

The Segway HTs will be used by the following:
3 The Ambassador Force has purchased six units for use by shift supervisors in the downtown area. The Segway HTs will allow
Ambassadors to cover more ground and navigate the area more efficiently.
3 The Atlanta Regional Commission will use their two Segway HTs in a variety of settings — from short trips in urban settings,
to suburban applications including travel from outlying transit stations to nearby town centers for meetings.

Georgia Power has purchased two units for use at its power plant sites and other larger corporate facilities. The company also
plans to conduct feasibility testing for reading electric meters using a Segway HT.

3 The Atlanta Police Department has received six Segway HTs for a 60-day trial period and is working with Segway to develop
the structure and methodology for law enforcement applications. Four officers will use Segway HT units in Atlanta’s downtown
Zone S district for community policing protocol development. Two additional officers will use Segway HTs at Hartsfield
Atlanta International Airport to create overall security and traffic and pedestrian flow management practices around the

airport’s perimeter.

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Communities
Implementation Grants

To help ensure that the good ideas being generated out of the Livable Centers Initiative (LCI) become
reality, ARC awarded $83,000 to five communities that have completed their LCI studies. The LCI Study
Implementation Program it is intended to expedite the completion of those studies or projects that are
integral to the successful implementation of the LCI plans.

“This program further solidifies ARC's commitment to make our town and activity centers more livable,”
said Dan Reuter, Chief of ARC’s Land Use Division. “This newest LCI program provides study communities
with additional funding to help ensure a successful outcome to strengthen the key role these communities
play in our region's future.”

Of the 32 communities that have
received funds through the LCI program,
25 (including three “grandfachered”
studies) have completed an LCI study.
“These communities have shown great
commitment to developing innovative
plans, but indicated that sometimes
additional studies are needed to implement
plans,” said Reuter. “The LCI Study
Implementation funds help to bridge
the gaps between plan completion and
implementation.”

LCI promotes quality growth in the
region by encouraging greater mobility
and livability within existing employment
and town centers, thereby using the
infrastructure already in place instead of

building anew. All totaled, the program awards $5 million over five years - with $3 million already awarded
- for planning studies. Then, beginning in July 2002, ARC will begin making available some $350 million for
project and plan implementation.

City of Forest Park —-$21,000

To complete a real estate market analysis to identify and capitalize on emerging
market opportunities. This analysis will consider successful local, regional and
national projects and strategies that would be comparable to and facilitate the
planned Forest Park Transit Village, the revitalized Main Street and the revi-

talization of the retail portion of the State Farmers Market.

City of Marietta - $15,000

To develop a commercial design overlay district on Roswell Street between Cobb Parkway and
Glover Park (Marietta Square) and create standards for Powder Springs Street, Fairground Street,
Atlanta Street and North Marietta Parkway. The design overlay/standards will include specifications
and drawings to address corridor issues including parking, site layout, building design and signs.

City of Suwanee - $10,000

To produce a market analysis on the 20-acre town center site. This study will assist the city in creating
specific concept plans to guide the development, land use and infrastructure improvements for
this new town center. The final plan will likely include a town square anchored by a public structure
and surrounded by mixed use developments.

Cumberland CID - $21,000

To create a housing strategy and implementation plan for the Cumberland Galleria activity center.
The original LCI study found a disproportionate jobs-to-housing ratio and renter-to-owner ratio
in the area that threatens the future viability and sustainability of the center. This study will formulate
a targeted housing strategy and implementation program to address these problems.

Midtown Alliance — $16,000

To conduct a work force housing study along the Peachtree corridor from Buckhead to downtown
Atlanta. This study is a joint effort between the Midtown Alliance, Central Atlanta Progress,
and Buckhead Action Committee. It will not only provide valuable information that will assist
the implementation of housing initiatives, but will also help to bring these three major activity
centers together to focus on a coordinated approach to this critical regional issue.

Georgia and the Atlanta Region have been hard hit over the last year
with job losses. According to the United States Bureau of Labor Statistics,
Georgia lost more than 93,000 jobs in the last 12 months. One job
sector already experiencing severe shortages is the healthcare field. In
Georgia alone, the shortage of nurses had already grown by 38
percent from 1999 to 2001. The Atlanta Region is currently
experiencing a 15 percent vacancy rate in registered nurse positions in
particular.

In an effort to address these serious shortages in healthcare
occupations in the Atlanta Region, the Atlanta Regional Workforce
Board - in conjunction with the DeKalb Workforce Board - has
partnered with the Healthcare Corporation of America (HCA) to
administer the HCA’s new scholarship program, HCA Cares. This
opportunity is a result of a $10 million collaboration between the US
Department of Labor and HCA.

The HCA Cares Healthcare Scholarship Program will enable
qualified, dislocated workers to enroll in some of the country’s top
nursing and medical technology schools. Previous healthcare
experience is not necessary. States involved in this initial effort
include Colorado, Georgia, Florida and Texas.

It is estimated that Medicare loses more than $12 billion each year due to errors in billing, fraud and other types of
abuse. Often, errors are made because of the diverse types of programs and the sheer volume of health care expenditures.

Those that have misused the system have obtained billions
of dollars illegally and it is critical that the problem be addressed at the federal, state and local level. Most importantly,

For the fourth year, the youth of Atlanta shined as they debated regional
issues at the annual Model Atlanta Regional Commission (MARC)
Board meeting held on April 27. The 2001-2002 class, made up of
more than 50 high school sophomores and juniors from all 10
counties in the Atlanta Region, offered up their solutions for a more
vibrant, healthy region. The meeting was a culmination of six months of
hands-on learning about regional issues such as: transportation, land use,
community services, quality of life and the environment.

Created by ARC and the Y Clubs of Georgia, MARC seeks to both
educate and involve the regional leaders of tomorrow in the challenges
of today.

Following are synopses from the 2001-2002 MARC resolutions:
Communications Committee

The resolution proposes to create a task force made up of former MARC
participants to work on creating an awareness of regional challenges
for other metro area high school students through: informative resources,
student presentations and a media campaign.

Quality of Life Committee

This resolution calls for an incentive program to attract quality teachers
to the Atlanta Region. These incentives include: daycare, mortgage
incentives and free public transportation.

Environment and Land Use Committee
The resolution proposes to create a uniform plan for the 10 local
governments to require developers to:

* Practice a five to one ratio of tree cutting and replanting

* A tree cutting plan six months prior to initial construction

* Have construction underway within six months of tree-cutting. In
addition, the resolution calls for a requirement that all 10 counties
must allot 20 percent of all developments as greenspace.

Community Services Committee
The resolution proposes that adequate information concerning sex education
and drug education be made available to Atlanta Region young adults.

Transportation and Air Quality Committee
This resolution calls for the promotion of cleaner, more efficient
automobile travel as well as a safer environment for pedestrians by:

* Providing a $200 tax break to drivers who own alternative fuel vehicles
« Installing Smart Signal Systems at the top 10 percent of areas that would
benefit the most

* Mandating sidewalks and crosswalks on all new roads built

The resolution proposes that, in order to reduce traffic congestion, state
tax exemptions be provided to encourage individuals who are employed
inside the perimeter to move inside the perimeter.
