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M.D. Roberts Student Wins Clean Water Campaign Essay Contest in Clayton 
Daphne Vincent, a student at M. D. Roberts Middle School in Jonesboro, is the Clayton County winner in the first annual water conservation and preservation essay contest, sponsored by the Atlanta Regional Commission’s Clean Water Campaign and the Cobb County-Marietta Water Authority’s waterSmart program. Vincent’s essay was entitled “Save Water! Protect the Future!”

An eighth grader in Ms. Lisa Henriquez’s class, Vincent will receive a Clean Water Campaign poster and certificate Friday, November 1, at 1:30 p.m. at a presentation attended by Clean Water Campaign representatives. Mr. Raindrop, the campaign’s mascot, will also attend. 

The Clean Water Campaign and waterSmart teamed up to encourage children and parents to address the growing need to improve water quality and conservation efforts in Georgia. The contest was open to sixth, seventh and eighth graders in Clayton, Cobb, DeKalb, Fulton and Gwinnett. Altogether, 168 students submitted essays for the competition. Judges selected a winner from each county. 68 students from M. D. Roberts submitted essays, more than any other school in the region.

Student winners in each county were awarded a Clean Water Campaign and waterSmart certificate.  All award winners will receive a visit by a water conservation and preservation specialist who will conduct an award presentation. 

Judges for the essay contest included representatives from Cobb Adopt-a-Stream, waterSmart; Georgia State University, Georgia Power Company, P2AD, City of Atlanta, Gwinnett County and the City of Alpharetta.

About waterSmart

The waterSmart program was initiated by the Cobb County-Marietta Water Authority to educate metro area residents about "state of the science" methods for conserving water while maintaining beautiful lawns and landscapes.  waterSmart tips were developed in conjunction with the Georgia Water Wise Council and the Cobb County Extension Service.
