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Metro Atlanta’s rivers and streams are in need of repair!  Our streams, rivers and lakes have serious pollution problems.  It might surprise you, but most of pollution doesn’t come from factories or sewage plants, but from the things that you do everyday!

Each time it rains, the resulting runoff of stormwater picks up debris such as litter, pesticides, chemicals, motor oil and dirt as it flows across rooftops, lawns, streets and parking lots.  These pollutants are deposited, untreated, into our waterways. Increased runoff from developed areas can also cause flooding and erosion of stream banks, which creates even more sediment entering our streams.
