Xeriscape Workshop

What if you could have a nice landscaped yard, save money on your water bill, conserve water and help protect our waterways at the same time?  Having an attractive yard does not mean that you have to make a large investment of money.  Nor do you have to ignore local or state restrictions on outdoor watering.  All you need is education on how to plan and develop a yard that relies on very little water or none at all. 

Increasing demand for water results in periodic water shortages and restrictions on outdoor water use.  Periods of limited rainfall or drought make the problem worse.  A xeriscaped landscape can reduce outdoor water consumption by as much as 50 percent without sacrificing the quality and beauty of your home environment.  This water wise approach to landscaping, known as Xeriscaping, saves you time, effort and money.

Saving water on landscaping is important because 20-percent of water consumed by the average household is used outdoors.  Xeriscaping consists of selecting an appropriate design, soil preparation, irrigation, plant selection, mulching and maintenance. Xeriscaping uses native or adapted plants that are more pest resistant and require less fertilizer or pesticides.  The Clean Water Campaign has partnered with Fulton County and the University of Georgia Cooperative Extension Service to present this workshop.
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Any landscape, whether newly installed or well established, can be made more water efficient by implementing one or more of the seven steps of Xeriscaping.  Some examples of the steps include soil improvement and appropriate plant selection.  Existing landscapes do not have to be totally redesigned, but can be retrofitted to save water.  Significant water savings can be realized by simply modifying your watering schedule, learning how and when to water, using the most efficient watering methods and learning about the different water needs of plants in your landscape.
The CWC has partnered with Fulton County and the University of Georgia Cooperative Extension Service to present a Xeriscape workshop on March 29 at 7 PM.  The workshop speaker will present how to Xeriscape your property, identify what plants to select and to plan for a low-maintenance landscape.  Xeriscaping reduces the use of water and fertilizer while having an attractive lawn.
